Day 4 – Fly Kigali, Rwanda to Nairobi, Kenya to meet the rest of 
the group and the safari begins!    B

Little Governor’s Camp, Maasai Mara National Reserve

Day 1 -  Little Governor’s Camp,  Maasai Mara National Reserve:   
A short flight to the Maasai Mara National Reserve!  Upon arrival at 
the airstrip, Jackson, our amazing guide will transfer you to the Camp 
which will be your home for the next 3 days. Lunch, and afternoon 
game drive in the Reserve returning to the camp for dinner  B,L,D 
 
 

 



 
Little Governor’s Camp - Located on the 
edge of the Masai Mara National Reserve, the 
camp is accessed by a very short boat ride 
across the Mara River, then an escorted walk 
through the riverine forest. The guest tents at 
Little Governors’ all have wooden decks with 
large verandahs for guests to enjoy the 
constant game activity that takes place around 
the marsh in front of camp. The tents are 
ensuite with lovely washrooms complete with 
flush toilets and hot/cold running water all day.  
Breakfast and lunch are served in the open air, 
and the resident families of warthogs frequently 
wander amongst the tables. Since all Governors’ properties are unfenced, all kinds of wildlife visit the 
camp, and guests may need to make way for elephants which often visit during lunch time! In the 

evening, a warming log fire burns in front of the bar 
tent, and a candlelit dinner is served in the nearby 
dining tent.  Wildlife in the surrounding area is 
amazing!  The lions of the Marsh Pride are numerous 
as well as the other prides in the area.  Elephant and 
hippo frequent the marsh daily and you may even get 
to see Black Rhino too!  
 
Day 2 & 3:  An early morning game drive to see what 
happened last night!  Will be looking for the Marsh 
Pride of lions usually located in this area. Your days 
are spent game-viewing in the reserve with morning 

and afternoon game drives on both sides of the Mara River.  Be prepared for full days and lovely 
evenings where you will fall asleep to the sounds of hippos and hyena.  The team here are incredible 
starting with coffee coming to your tent for a gentle wake up call.  Meals are excellent and the care 
and attention to detail will spoil you.  This is a very special place…. 
 
Day 4:  After breakfast at camp, you will bid farewell as you are transferred to 
the local airstrip and depart on a scheduled flight to Nairobi. Upon arrival at 
Wilson Airport, you will be met and transferred to your day room close to the 

airport.  Take the shuttle to 
connect to your international 
flight home full of more amazing 
memories of Africa
